The Crop Width/Height refers to the final, cut size of your
media and extends from crop line to crop line.

1 Green dashed lines indicate the limit of the safe area (between the green and red
lines) —areas which you would prefer were avoided by clients doing layout

1 The grey vertical strip indicates the position of the gutter relative to the page.
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Albums are composed of SIDES, SPREADS, and COVERS.
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Cover sheets can be formatted with or without flaps. Flaps are used for dust jacket-style covers, or soft cover books
with interior folding portions.
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SHEETS refer to standalone pages that do not affect page counts, and for which there is no gutter.

Examples include Cameos for albums, business cards, and brochures.
